Overview: Spirit Holiday Camp provides 3 days of coaching and training at Spirit Mountain in Duluth,
Minnesota. Camp is held from January 2-4 and offers a complete training experience and fun camp experience
while being in a safe, structured environment.

Spirit boasts the best halfpipe and park in the Midwest and also provides challenging freeriding terrain! We
are working with Spirit to have the halfpipe open during the camp!!!

Riders may attend camp either as a fully supervised camper (grades 4 & higher) on and off the snow or as a
@ay camperQ(any age) where the rider would attend camp during the day and participate in nightly activities
with the team, while staying with their own family. Both options are described below.

Full-time Camper Option: Camper Costs: $400

Camp includes: complete supervision 24/hrs a day, lodging at Country Inn & Suites at the top of Spirit, lift
tickets for 3 days of riding, all meals, coaching, and complimentary transportation to and from Spirit. (Addtl
money for entertainment is suggested, ie arcade or Canal Park visit)

Travel/Lodging: We will meet at Hyland Ski Area overflow parking lot on January 2 at 7am and a designated
area in Forest Lake (I-35) at 8:15 AM for departure and will return to Hyland at 6PM on January 4.
Transportation will be a van driven by Jessica for the campers and a separate vehicle for the coaches to and
from Sprit. Jessica will be the primary driver for the van, all drivers are trained and insured to drive vans. For
lodging, we will stay at a nearby hotel; rooms are gender separated.

(DayO Camper Option: Camper costs: $110
Camp includes: coaching & lunch for 3 days. Lift tickets are not included and may be available at a discounted
rate.

Registration Instructions: To ensure the highest level of safety and best training possible, registration is limited.
Non-members add $50. Forms, payment and a copy of the rider® insurance card must be received by December 15
to ensure the space or registration will continue until no space is available. For Spirit season pass holders attending
as full-time campers may deduct $90 (lift ticket will not be provided). No refunds after Dec 15. Return forms and
payment to: G Team, 4201 Miller View Road, Elko MN 55020.
